Tips on how to write the STORY / SCRIPT OUTLINE

1. Start by selecting a short movie or an episode of one your favorite TV shows. Begin with the opening shot and write down
the major steps that carry the story from start to end. This is a step outline, at least in abbreviated form.

2. Take you own project. On paper, begin by listing your major scenes in one or two sentences for each. Start with the basics:
your story’s beginning, middle and end.

3. Now expand this list each to include the in-between steps that will carry you from the first scene to the last. This bare-
bones outline is effectively a list of the scenes in your story.

4. Now expand each step, using no more than two sentences for all of your steps. Clearly describe what happens in that
scene. At this point, you're not really concerned about the details:

5. To script the outline just add dialogue, location, set dressing and characters related to the central action of the scene.
6. Reread. Adjust. Reread. Submit.
