MOVIETOWNE SHORT FILM COMPETITION OUTLINE

WHO CAN ENTER?

¥ Open to all secondary schools and their registered students.
X Each schools’ group can be between 5-8 students maximum, led by a teacher/adult.

CONCEPT

MovieTowne's Short Film competition invites secondary school students from all over T&T to submit a 5 minute short film,
featuring their own talents and skills in the art of script writing and film/video production. Participating students will get to
attend a video production workshop and winners will have their films featured in the official Trinidad & Tobago Film Festival
at MovieTowne. Great prizes are also at stake for the schools, to assist in the development of their film unit.

The short film can be of any genre (comedy, drama, sci-fi, action, etc). Choose any of the themes below:

COMPETITION RULES

¥ The short film can be of any genre (e.g. comedy, drama, suspense etc.), style and theme.

2 The film must be a total student school effort in all stages — from script writing, directing, filming, music, acting and
editing (guidance by an adult or teacher will be permitted).

X All students must be from the registered participating school. Students can be of any age or from any class.

X The school must identify by name the following students: Script writer, director, production co-ordinator, actors,
teacher/parent on their registration form.

X The team selected to represent each school to work on this production can be comprised of students that exhibit
talent or interest in any of the necessary capacities.

2 The films must be for a general audience. Obscene language, nudity or adult scenes are not permitted and would lead
to automatic disqualification.

2% Schools will be judged on the concept, message and execution of their short film.

2 A maximum of three individual film submissions will be allowed from one school.

¥ Registration package and short film submission must be enclosed and labelled MOVIETOWNE 2009 SHORT FILM
COMPETITION and hand delivered to MovieTowne's Administration office Monday to Friday between 8am - 4pm.

¥ MovieTowne will have the right to display or use all short film submissions in their presentations and promotions.

X Participating students may be asked to make live appearances or conduct interviews with the media.

STEP 1- SHORT FILM OUTLINE & SAMPLE SCRIPT - DUE JULY 6TH, 2009

2 Registration Forms must be submitted with a one-page outline of the 5-minute short film, including the film title, scenes,
locations, list of characters and the story. A two-page sample script of the short film should also be attached for your
application to qualify.

X This application must be typed and double-spaced in a legible font with two copies attached.

X This complete application must be submitted to MovieTowne by July 6th, 2009.

STEP 2 - 2 DAY VIDEO PRODUCTION WORKSHOP - JULY 13TH-14TH, 2009

X All qualifying schools will be contacted and the participating students and the supervisory teacher from the group will
be invited to attend a two-day video production workshop at MovieTowne July 13 -14th, 2009.

STEP 3 - 1 DAY EDITING WORKSHOP - JULY 15TH, 2009

¥ All qualifying schools will have to select two students from their group who will be responsible for the editing to attend.

STEP 4 - SHORT FILM PRODUCTION - DUE SEPTEMBER 2ND 2009

2 After the workshop, your students will be required to re-group and begin the production of their 5 minute short film
over the Summer Vacation, applying the knowledge and skills learnt at the workshop.

% Each film must be no longer than five (5) minutes.

¥ 2 copies of your short films must be submitted 1) Playable DVD 2) AVI file on DVD

STEP 5 - JUDGING - SEPTEMBER 7TH, 2009

X All short films will be judged by a panel of industry professionals early September and three overall winners will be
selected as the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place Winners.
¥ Winners will be contacted by phone and formal written communication will go out to all schools.

STEP 6 - TRINIDAD & TOBAGO FILM FESTIVAL - SEPTEMBER 16-29TH, 2009
2 Winning short films will play in MovieTowne on the big screen, as part of the official Trinidad and Tobago

Film Festival scheduled for September 16th-29th, 2009. All schools are invited to attend.
¥ Attendees to this festival will get a chance to vote for their favourite film and the film with the highest number of

votes will win the Viewer’s Choice Award.
